This had to be the shortest NRC meeting on record.  
Most of the information has already been provided in 
my prior reports. 
 
The federal wolf depredation funding has been re-
stored so losses due to wolves will be reimbursed. 
 
The Director announced a change in the DNR struc-
ture.  The Forest Management Division has been 
eliminated and replaced with the Forest Resources 
Division with the responsibility of managing the state 
forests, that is, the health of the trees and resulting 
ecosystem.  The Office of Land Management within 
the Real Estate section will handle the oil, gas and 
mineral activities previously in the Forest Manage-
ment Division.  The Parks and Recreation Division 
will take over the state forest camp grounds and the 
trails. 
 
I think this is a very good move provided all the divi-
sions work closely to protect the ecosystem.  The For-
est Management Division had too many unrelated or 
slightly related functions.  When that happens some 
become orphans and don’t get the attention that 
someone in their field would provide.  The state for-
est camp grounds are a prime example – they belong 
under Parks and Recreation because that is what they 
are - camping facilities.  Mineral extraction is anoth-
er different world and needed to be placed where that 
is the priority. 
 
As I said, all the divisions need to work together to 
assure the forest habitat remains the prime goal.

Deer license sales were down about 1% with the kill 
tags down about 1.5% which would indicate a reduc-
tion in harvest.  However, based on deer check sta-
tion data for the firearm season only as compared to 
the same data last year, the UP was up 14.3%, the 
northern lower was up 18.4% and the southern lower 
was down 9.4%.  The word on the street is far more 
varied than what I have heard in prior years.  The 
main thrust is a lack of deer in general. 
 
The youth mentor program is expected to be finalized 
in January.  Briefly the mentor must be a licensed 
hunter, the youth must be within arms length with a 
gun or bow fit to their size and be licensed.  The 
youth may take any two deer in any season -- that will 
cause consternation in some areas.  This effort has 
been criticized on a number of levels.  Let there be no 
question as to the necessity of early exposure to hunt-
ing being the base for the future.  It works elsewhere. 
 
Conservation officers in the field number 130.  That’s 
down from 190 in 1998.  There is another 45 ser-
geants, lieutenants, detectives, specialists, etc sup-
porting the field officers.  Of all the DNR operations, I 
think this is most indicative of the need for a stable, 
inflation proof source of funding.  The CO’s cover the 
entire state and half of the adjoining Great Lakes.  
That leaves a lot of room for the violators. 
 
If you site, shoot or run over wild hogs, the DNR 
needs to know.  This is not a sport, they is vermin and 
we need to do all we can to eradicate them.
