President’s Commentary

The comments contained herein are entirely mine unless otherwise noted, Tom Heritier

Many years ago (30 plus) friend Leo and | de-
cided the thing to do at time would go on a bear
hunt. The plan was put into action. I don’t remember
the license process but we got permits for the area
up around Glennie in the Huron National Forest. Ok,
now we have to find a spot to hunt our bears, scout-
ing we did. We found a spot that we would bait and
then hunt over. The next question, what are we go-
ing to bait with. Over on the corner of Genesee and
Janes was a fish market. I believe it was Callahan’s.
A few weeks before the hunt period | stopped in
their one day while | was working and asked them if
they would fill up this twenty-five gallon drum | had
with fish guts and heads. | told them that | was going
to use it for bear bait. Well the look | got was just
short of “you serious” but they agreed to do it and
to come back in a week or so. A week later | have
this steel drum full of fish guts, heads and other sun-
dry parts. Even with the drum sealed the odor was
evident. | put his con-
tainer of grade A bear
bait in my garage to
await the day that it
would be placed at our
selected site.

You might be wonder
what criteria we used to
select the site to bait.
Well Leo and I didn’t Wooe:
have a clue what to look " =8§
for other than lets go out & ¥ i
in the woods away from s
any traffic and find a
good spot and let the bait draw our quarry in for a
shot.

We hauled our bait up to the spot we had se-
lected. When we opened the container, well, a com-
bination of a hog farm, chicken ranch and cattle
farm had no corner on how this bear bait stunk. We
emptied the bait into a burlap bag, tied it off on a
rope and hung it over a limb of a tree about six feet
off the ground. We figured that was high enough to
keep it just out reach but low enough to keep them
interested. We cleared out some shooting lanes,
made a couple of blinds and then left. The permits
were not good yet for another week. Logic said that
any self respecting bear would smell that concoc-
tion and come running within a weeks time. The trip
home was filled with great expectations on what we
would do with our soon to be had bear rug or rugs.
Of course there are herds of bears and they would

flock to this bait. So we thought. Now the time is late
spring, it’s warming up real nice.

Finally the day before the hunt. We were staying
at a cottage on Loud Dam Road that belonged to my
wife’s grand parents. The night before was a filled
with all the excitement that could be, visions of a
great bear coming into the bait. Man! This is going
to be a hunt. It’s O dark thirty and we are up and
heading out. We are on our site well before sun up.
It really is not to cold. The forest is quiet and of
course the slightest noise was that of a bear coming
in. Well you can imagine, with a change in the di-
rection of the light breeze that was blowing, | am
now smelling the foulest smell you can think of.
Without a change in the wind direction my enthusi-
asm is rapidly disappearing and | am here to tell
you “RAPIDLY”. I don’t know how Leo is making
out, but he sure is doing better than | out of the
wind. The sun is starting to rise, I'm choking off the
smell, convinced that any
moment a bear will mate-
rialize. The sun climbs
higher and the forest is
_® well lighted now. | can
" see the infamous bag of
bait hanging in that tree.
| cannot see any sign of a
bear doing anything to it.
The higher the sun gets
and the warmer it is get-
ting, | see clouds of
ground bees swarming
around that bag. The
warmer it gets, the more bees show up. | can now
see the liquid that is dripping out of that bag. It's
now past lunch time and | sure as hell not even
thinking of food, after hours of smelling that rot. |
heard Leo give a shout and here he comes. Well we
moved out of the line of smell and discussed our
next move. We came to the conclusion that we had
not properly prepared for this. It was more like, boy
were really &&"% this up. We ended up cutting the
rope that held the bag, dragging it out to the truck
and burying it. You know after writing this, | can still
smell that bait. Fun, you bet! Even not knowing what
we were doing, I wouldn’t trade that hunt experi-
ence for anything. It’s been years since I have been
in that area. Every time | hear of someone talk about
bear hunting, I recall our great adventure. I haven’t
been bear hunting since.

The debate on allowing crossbows is coming to a end soon. It
will be voted on by the Natural Resource Commission (NRC) in
the next few weeks. The issue will be decided by one of three
resolutions. 1. Allow crossbows to be used during any firearm
season. 2. Use by anyone over 65 years of age. 3. Allow the
use for the month of December.

This has been a long and at times heated topic for the last
year or so. Many bow hunters, including me, were scared of the
early bow season being changed or ruined. | feel October deer
hunting is special because of the lack of people in the woods and
how animals seem more in their natural patterns. By the time
rifle season rolls around, it takes just a matter of days to have the
woods altered by all the activity and human scent floating around
which results in deer behaving differently. Normally it would be
rare to see a deer after the 3" day of rifle season. Who could
wonder why? For years the day before season people showed up
trampling all over the woods scouting, running quads in and out
hauling bait, erecting blinds, sighting in guns at camp, etc.

October allowed 30 days to hunt, when you can, in weather
from short sleeves to snow fall. Occasionally a bird hunter would
come by or you bump into another bow hunter. Now, I am on
record thru this media that it is my belief that older hunters
should be allowed to use crossbows. Just by physical limitations
alone it would be nice to retain the existing bow hunters we have.
In fact, from the readings that | have done, allowing crossbows
doesn’t recruit many new “bow hunters,” it just retains existing
as they age OR draws rifle hunters to cross over to crosshow
hunting which causes the debate. See, if October has latest esti-
mates of 300,000 bow hunters roaming the woods occasionally,
drawing another 200,000 rifle hunters over to the sport of arch-
ery, it tends to sound like it will start ruining the October hunt. |
compare it to many of the northern Michigan lakes where they
have restrictions of no motors allowed. They do this to preserve
what currently exists.

I know we need to stop any squabbling between each other as
outdoorsman, but | feel we need to be careful of destroying the
goods things in life. Someone at the last membership meeting
said that crossbows are no different than current compound bows
with releases. My own father believes this too even though he is
wrong. Sorry dad. But, if someone would actually shoot one,
than the other, they would realize there are minimal comparisons.
Basically, a crossbow is a 30-yard gun. It takes virtually no skill
to be able to shoot 4-inch groups at 30 yards with a crossbow.
With a regular bow, | would guess 50 percent of the archers
couldn’t do that. It takes considerable strength to be able to draw
a bow and hold it, then sufficient practice to be lethal with it.
Also, a crossbow can be much more dangerous by having it
cocked and would not recommend a youth using one unsuper-
vised.

So, in summary, it is time to let your opinion be heard and |
urge you to contact the NRC members at the numbers below.
This article is just my opinion and | hope all archers express
theirs. | am not against crossbows like some might believe. In
fact, | suggested the use for anyone over 55 years. | personally
prefer either of the first two choices and wouldn’t protest if they
were allowed all of December, in fact I might buy one then for

my late December hunt. But, don’t believe that they are no
different than compound bows, don’t complain about bow hunt-
ers having too much time to hunt because you have the same op-
portunity to take up bow hunting and have chosen not to, and
think that adding 200,000 more people roaming the woods in
October would not have made a difference in the deer herd. Re-
gardless, change is coming and if you have a preference in the
options, let it be known.

Natural Resources Commission Meeting, January 2009

The meeting started with the crossbow discussion.
The Commission is going forward with a three part
proposal:
Allow crossbow in any season in which a firearm
may be used legally.
Allow crossbows during the late archery deer sea-
son in Zone 3 (shotgun zone).
Allow seniors, 65 and older, to use crossbows dur-
ing any deer season.
Part #1 is kind of a given. I don’t think anybody
minds the use of crossbows during these seasons. |
might even try it on geese. Part #2, | believe, is a
necessary experiment to determine the impact of
crossbow use. There are many arguments citing sta-
tistics that are questionable and need to be proven
one way or another. Part #3 may allow older hunters
more field time and | would be all for that, particu-
larly since they are the ones taking kids out with
them. They do that for two reasons: company (or just
in case something happens), and to help drag out the
harvest. Either way, it exposes the kids to the hunt,
and that’s good. Actually, most do it to pass on the
tradition and that’s even better. This issue will be
coming up for information in February and decision
in March. If you have an opinion, let the DNR know.

The Technology, Information, Marketing and Educa-
tion Committee met and were presented an overview
by the Office of Communications. | cannot begin to
describe the efforts being exerted for recruitment and
retention, outreach, education and information ser-
vices. If you haven’t browsed the DNR web site you
are missing opportunities for outdoor experiences
and information vital to your hunting or fishing activ-
ity. A lot of the information is directed toward the
youth and non-traditional resource users, but there is
also a lot of usable information for the old-timers .

Wildlife and Fisheries met next starting with a report
on VHS. Basically VHS is in all the Great Lakes ex-
cept Superior, but has been found in only one inland
lake. Efforts continue to identify a disinfectant that
will keep the hatcheries free of the disease.

As part of my involvement with resource manage-
ment, | sit on the Lake Huron Citizens Fishery Advi-
sory Committee. This group meets four times a year
to discuss how to improve the Lake Huron fishery.
We are currently putting together a Lake Huron Man-
agement Plan. In reviewing the history of the lake,
and the statistics and data available, I am in awe of
the efforts put out by the DNR and how events, out of
their control, have thwarted those efforts. An exam-
ple is the alewife infestation. Introduced many years
ago this invasive species grew in population until we
introduced salmon to try to control them. At the same
time we were trying to bring back walleyes through
an extensive planting program. The alewives
crashed. As a result the salmon crashed. The wall-
eye, however, had a tremendous increase in natural
reproduction. Was all this related? The DNR scien-

tists think alewives preyed upon walleye fry thereby
distorting the walleye natural reproduction enough to
make it appear there was no sustainable natural re-
production, which, of course, perpetuated the plant-
ing program. Because of the alewife crash there is a
problem with the forage base. This is evident in the
current size and growth rate of walleyes and the size
of salmon, when one is found. Did the alewives im-
pact the natural forage base, as well as the walleye
fry and will that forage base come back?

It seems like the lake is back, except for forage, to
where it was before the alewife infestation. Not
hardly, but it makes one think about what would have
happened if we didn’t have invasive species. I don’t
mean to imply that the efforts of the DNR scientists
have been fruitless. Introducing salmon offset the
alewife infestation and that effort was a boon to the
fishery. Understanding all these impacts boggles the
mind, but we must continue the effort as the invasive
species keep coming, the lake keeps changing, and
the anglers keep demanding. Knowledge takes sci-
entific study, and that takes scientists to develop and
analyze the data for implementations that will meet
the demands, and that takes money. | think we need
to cut the DNR a little slack and give them the tools,
including our help, to do their job.

The status of CWD was reviewed with no new find-
ings. There will be new rules for the taxidermy in-
dustry. A number of the privately owned cervid op-
erations have decided to go out of business. There
was a large increase in the issuance of baiting cita-
tions, about half of which resulted from calls to the
RAP line.

I was not able to stay for all the public appearances,
however, the ones | did witness were exceptional.
The first person lauded the DNR for their efforts to
stop baiting in the Lower Peninsula, after which he
requested exemption for his product - a mineral
block. He touted this product as a fix-all, cure-all for
deer and necessary for a healthy herd. It was pointed
out that CWD is spread by saliva and the disease can
survive outside the animal for some time. He didn’t
know that. Two individuals opposed the baiting/
feeding ban because “everything is going to die.”
One represented the Michigan Wildlife and Business
Association. There were pro-crossbow people there
and, | suspect, anti-crossbow people spoke after |
left.

Discussions have started about allowing food plots on
public land. EPA rules pretty much rule out federal
lands, but there may be some hope for state lands. A
number of DEQ regulations need to be reviewed and
if changes can be made, food plots on state land may
become a reality.

Al | About “Home on

Oh, give me a home,
Where the snow doesn’t roam,
And my body stays warm all day,
Where never is seen a snow removal machine
Yes, I hate winter....what else can I say?

As you can tell from my little verse, I think I’m comin’
down with a case of cabin fever. But, it does remind me about
the gent who actually ciphered the original words to that very
song.

His name was Dr. Brewster Higley, a practicing physi-
cian in Indiana. It was in 1871 when he decided to follow his
dream and head west. He staked a claim on a small plot of land in
Kansas, along Beaver Creek. It was there, in 1872, sitting quietly
by the creek banks, gazing at the blue sky and endless prairie,
that he ciphered a poem, “My Western Home”.

The poem was just words he was feeling at that moment
and it was never his intention to share his writing with anyone.
Then came along a fellar he knew who convinced him to turn the
poem into a song. Higley happened to know a fiddler who gave
the poem a rich melody and soon fellow homesteaders adopted it
as their favorite song.

Typical of the times, cowboys and settlers passin’
through the territory took the song on the trail with them and in
no time, “Home on the Range” spread across the country, every-
one changing the words to suit the place they were from. Actu-
ally, the words “home on the range” were never in Higley’s origi-
nal poem. Cowboys, not having roots anywhere, longed for that
“home on the range” so they sang it that way, changing the song
forever.

It’s rather sad that in only four or five years after Dr.
Higley wrote his lyrics, people soon forgot that he was the song’s
original author. When he died in 1911, the song had made its
way across America with no one knowing its true creator.
“Home on the Range” was declared to be President Franklin Roo-
sevelt’s favorite song in 1932. It was adopted as the state song of
Kansas in 1947, and is regarded even today as the unofficial an-
them of the American West.

Oh, give me a home,
Where the buffalo roam,

ﬁ And the deer and the antelope play,
‘2 Where never is heard a discouraging word,
Wt And the sky is not clouded all day.
