CCW CLASSES
NEW AND RENEWAL

The next CCW class for those people who do not already have a CCW license will be a weekend event on February 20, 21, 22, 2009.
You must attend all three days. The times for the classes are 7pm to 10pm on Friday, 8am to 5pm on Saturday and 1pm to 4pm on
Sunday. The cost is $110. Lunch on Saturday is included.

The class will include fundamental gun safety, pistol knowledge and safety, ammunition knowledge, fundamentals of pistol
shooting, defensive shooting, firearms and the law, home safety, violent confrontations, and basic handgun skills. The legal ramifi-
cations of the CCW law will also be presented. The instructors are NRA certified.

Each participant will need 100 rounds of ammunition and eye and ear protection. There will be an exam at the conclusion
of the class. The class will be held on the club grounds.

The class will limited in size. Advance registration is required.

If you already have a CCW license which is about to expire and need a renewal class, there will be a Renewal Class Satur-
day, January 31, 2009.

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Natural Resources Commission Meeting, December 2008

The Wildlife and Fisheries Committee reviewed activ-
ity related to the Inland Consent Decree. The tribal
members have not taken, anywhere near, full advantage
of the fish and game harvest allowed in the decree. In
Bays de Noc, 81 permits for 810 walleye were issued with
154 fish taken. The decree allows 2,500 fish. Similarly, in
the lake systems the decree allows the tribes to harvest
47,713 walleye. 346 permits for 2,967 fish were issued.
450 fish were allowed from protected steelhead streams
but only 32 permits for 96 fish were issued. In the wild-
life arena, the tribes were allowed 8 anterless and 4 any
sex elk during the first two seasons. Their success rate
was about 50%. They were allowed 15 anterless and 8
any sex in the December hunt. The tribe is allowed 10%
of the available bear harvest which amounts to 110 ani-
mals. The harvest was somewhere between 20 and 30.
So far the impact of the Consent Decree has been pretty
much negligible. Reports indicate very little conflict be-
tween the tribal members and the other user groups.
There are regular meetings between the DNR and the
tribes.

Revisions to the CWD regulations related to taxidermy
were held over for another month. Some of the items
needing further review are; record keeping, biosecurity,
movement, animal parts and waste disposal, and fees.
Revisions to the CWD regulations related to rehabilitat-
ing wild deer were passed. Rehabilitation will not be
allowed in the TB area and the CWD surveillance zone.
Rehabilitated deer from the 8 counties surrounding the
CWD surveillance zone must be marked (branded) and
released in the county of acquisition. Rehabilitated deer
from the balance of the state must be marked (branded).
No rehabilitation of elk or moose is allowed. There was
discussion about the method of marking with some sug-
gesting ear tagging be used rather than branding. It was
explained that ear tagged deer (the method used by pri-
vate owners) would not be recognized as wild and,
therefore, able to be removed as nuisance animals. Also,
ear tags can be easily lost and the DNR wants harvested
rehabilitated animals reported.

Russ Mason, the new wildlife chief, discussed habitat
management. Effective habitat management takes the
cooperation of state, federal and local agencies, as well
as, private owners. Sporting and conservation clubs,
conservancies and civic groups are also integral to good
habitat management.  Forest management involves
nearly 60,000 acres of state land, but only 2,500 acres of
private land. On the other hand, grassland and openings
management involves 12,000 acres of state land, but
20,000 acres of private land. The state manages 26,000
acres of wetlands with private holdings at about 10% of
the state. The flora and fauna inhabit all these areas, re-
quiring cooperation among all the owners.

During the crossbow discussion a number of statistics
were reviewed from other states that have varying levels
of crossbow hunting. Oregon is the only state that does
not allow crossbows. 21 states require special permits,
16 have a specific season or allow crossbows during the
gun season and 12 allow crossbows during archery sea-
son. None of the statistics indicated damage to the re-
source as a result of the use of crossbows. It was noted

that there was a shift in the method of harvest and, as ex-
pected, there was a steady increase in the use of cross-
bows. The thing that caught my ear was the probable
retention of hunters, particularly the older hunters. The
numbers were not specific, but tended to give that im-
pression. | think it is also highly probable there is an im-
pact on recruitment as well. We all know that as age in-
creases participation decreases. It is not just the aches
and pains but also the weather conditions particularly
during the rifle season where, to me, the cold seems
colder. My observations of life today indicate a shift in
outdoor training of the youngsters from mom and dad to
grandpa and grandma. | think this observation is at least
one generation old. Who are the people who hold the
camps together? Who has the time to spend with the
kids? Who owns the cabin up north? It is getting tougher
and tougher to support the family even with both parents
working. If the use of crossbows allows the older gen-
erations to participate longer | think it will also allow
youngsters to be exposed to the outdoors at a younger
age, and we all know that is the goal. But what are the
other impacts? Will the gun and conventional archery
hunters harvest fewer deer thereby creating conflicts? Is
the use of a crossbow more dangerous? These and other
questions need to be answered. The bottom line for me
is, if the use of crossbows gets more people hunting deer
and there is no damage to the resource - that’s good.
The process, | suspect, will be slow and in stages until all
the fears subside.

By now you have heard the early harvest estimates so
I won’t repeat them. Suffice to say despite the gas prices,
the baiting ban and the new U.P. regulations, the harvest
and license sales were close to last year. The U.P. har-
vest was down for reasons to be determined and the non-
resident license sales were down, but over-all not much
was different from last year. Definitely, more to come.

Hunters responded very well to the DNR request for
heads for CWD testing. Some 8,000 deer have been
tested so far with no positive findings. Some check sta-
tions have stopped taking heads, but still need to gather
information. Deer management is highly dependent on
the information gathered at the check stations. Further
information comes from the surveys mailed to license
holders. It is very important that you respond to the sur-
veys when you get one. Lastly, it is equally important
that you report your hunting experience on the DNR web
page. Not just deer, but other species as well. Good
wildlife management is dependent on good information.
Providing good information is the responsibility of the
hunters.

Darnell Early received a plaque for his service on the
Commission. Darnell asked not to be reappointed to the
NRC due to other commitments.

The public appearance portion included disagree-
ment with the baiting ban, both sides of the crossbow
issue, island lake shooting range complaints and support
for the rehabilitation regulation changes. All of them
were pretty much what | expected. However;

There were two people complaining that there were
not enough TROPHY trout in the streams they fish. There
is no natural recruitment of trout in these streams, they

are all planted trout. These people want to turn these
streams into oversized trout ponds, stocked by the DNR
and guaranteed to contain TROPHY trout. I’'m sorry, but
this is over the top. | have asked repeatedly; When are
we going to stop stocking fish? Stocking or introduction
of any species should have the intent of establishing a
self-sustaining population. If that doesn’t happen the ef-
fort should be abandon. Neither the DNR nor the state is
required to provide anyone a TROPHY anything. | think
it is unbelievably greedy and arrogant for anyone to
make these demands. Funding for the management of
our natural resources is dangerously low, lowest in the
country. To spend monies providing TROPHIES is ludi-
crous. TROPHIES can be had at any number of private
trout ponds or high fenced areas. As far as | am con-
cerned they can go to those locations and have at it, and
quit demanding that my money be spent to satisfy their
greed.
