DO YOU OWN A BLACKPOWDER GUN?

When was the last time that you shot your blackpowder gun? If it has been
more than a few days you owe it to that gun to get it out of storage, blow off the cob-
webs and bring it out to the club and do a little shooting. Want someone to shoot
with? |l " ve got just the deal for

Beginning the month of April we shoot blackpowder guns on Monday and
Tuesday evenings. We shoot shotgun on Mondays and rifles on Tuesdays at 6:00pm.
The time moves to 6:30pm in May. The shotgun shooting alternates between trap
and skeet. We throw in a round of skrap once in a while to make it interesting. We
use the woods walk during April for the rifle shooting. The rest of the year we shoot
line matches with the exception of the last Tuesday of each month when we have a
woods walk.

What are woods walks and line matches? For the woods walk we shoot at
metal clangers at unknown distances and also throw tomahawks and knives at a
wooden block. We do have to limit the bullets used, to lead only, because the jack-
eted bullets punch holes in our clangers. For the line match, we shoot 100, 50, and
25 yards at paper targets. No restrictions on bullets. The scores for the line matches
are handicapped so everyone has a chance to win.

We also have novelty matches from time to time. The targets are only lim-
ited by the organizer’
matches you can also use blackpowder pistols if you so desire. The first novelty
match will be June 16.

What gun can you shoot? Any gun that shoots blackpowder or a blackpow-
der substitute is welcome. This includes flintlocks, caplocks, and inlines. There is
no restriction on sights. Open, peep, or scope is welcome.

Last year we even had some folks bring their modern rifles out to shoot with
us. They are more than welcome as long as they are willing to abide by our rules.
Modern rifles are not eligible for a share of the prize money.

What does all this cost? Would you believe $4 for shotgun and $3 for every-
thing else.

Now for those of you that don’'t
try one and see how much fun it is? Come out either Monday or Tuesday evenings
and we will be happy to let you try one of ours. Does this sound like we are trying to
increase our ranks? You bet! See you on the range.

This report, as you have already guessed, is starting
to cover more activity than just the NRC, and this month
is no exception. | started, the day before the NRC meet-
ing, with the Natural Resources Trust Fund Board meet-
ing at the UAW-GM Training center in Detroit.
