President’s Commentary

The comments contained herein are entirely mine unless otherwise noted, Tom Heritier

You may have noticed that we took out a line of trees
on the north side of the entrance road. The entrance
road is in the worst shape it has been in years. The prob-
lem is water. The trees were removed on the south side
last year and it helped out with the ice buildup. We will
put in a ditch on each side of the road to drain off water
thus keeping the road dry and hopefully free from pot
holes. | received more calls concerning those pot holes
than anything else.

Now, concerning the building project. Bids were let and
received. The building committee chose the low bid, then a
meeting was had with the builder to try and pare down the
cost. This has not come to pass. We are waiting to see what
happens with this. We are at the top range of what we can
afford. Now comes the township and they have politely in-
formed us that we have to install a eight inch water line and
a fire hydrant to the tune of several thousand dollars prior to
the issuance of a building permit. This will be added to the
cost of the project. The township has a fire code of which we
have to follow. It looks like we will have the line put in and
if the building doesn’t happen at least our fire insurance will
come down. We thought that we would have a firm number
to approach the membership with for approval but now
that’s up in the air. That’s about all with the building pro-
ject.

Last month a couple of us went to the Department of
Natural Resources Meeting up in Midland. Their intent
is fantastic. Reach out to the people to help them better
serve us. | have been around these DNR folks for about
twenty years now, | have yet to encounter one that | felt
was in it just for the job. You see the people who come
to our club meetings. Their programs are excellent, their
information is complete and accurate. They do not at-
tempt to baffle us with bull pucky. | have been accused
of being too soft on the DNR. I have yet in my life to
find anyone who thanks you for punching them in the
nose. We have had issues, and we have been able to sit
down and talk them out and get a resolution. We have
not gotten all that we wanted but we made advance-
ments. This reminds me of the country and western song
“How do you kiss the lips at night that chews your ass
all day long?” You have got to work with people. Any-
way | got off track. Several people got up during this
meeting and blasted the DNR over things such as they
cannot ride horses in the Pigeon River Forest and bait-
ing, all personal agenda items. | pay for an ORV Sticker
for my quad runner. Horses are not required to have a
permit. Snowmobiles pay for a permit, hikers don’t have
to. There are perceptions that all should pay for using
state land. Bottom line the DNR is willing to work with
us and we have to be willing to work with them and ac-
cept the outcome.

Turkey season is underway, everybody I've talked to
so far has gotten a Turkey, the biggest issue is all the
standing water. The opening day of inland Walleye Sea-
son was great until the heavens opened up and the rains
came forth. The bay is really stained and with the high
winds, folks just aren’t getting out there. I hear the
Houghton Lake on the south shore is producing some
nice catches of walleyes. | was told by a conservation
officer on the 5th of May that they were again getting
walleyes off the banks of the Tittabbawasse River. If the
rain holds off, the tib maybe good again for a while.

I my travels around the state for MUCC, | have seen
clubs that can’t hold a candle to the grounds and facili-
ties that we have. The one thing they all have in com-
mon is a club house meeting facility. As big as we are
we are sadly lacking. We have to rent space to have our
membership meetings. Dues money pays for this. | think
that we can find a better use for dues money other than
paying rent with it.

I am asking each and everyone of you,
please donate what you can for our build-
ing. We have only had a small percentage
of members donate. Please! Find a way to
make a donation. The benefit to the club
and to our membership is huge. This
building will be the heart, the center of the
club, not only for membership meetings
but it will be available for member use.
Just think about it, what you donate today

Is an investment in our future.

Now for some fun stuff, we are putting together a fall
banquet or more aptly a fall dinner fund raiser. The
prizes are going to be firearms and a few incidentals re-
lated to. We are shooting for September 12th and this
will be a dinner and open bar. This will kick off the fall
hunting season and | hope that this will go over. We are
going to sell 250 tickets only. Look for a flyer in next
months news letter. This is going to be a little less formal
but should be a good time with good food refreshments
and some nice firearms.

Shiawassee National Wildlife Refuge

A couple of months ago our Saginaw Field and Stream Club
affiliated with the Friends of Shiawassee NWR. This affiliation
shows that our club stands with the friends and can be counted as
support of their purpose and programs. In short the purpose of the
friends is two fold. 1. promote the use of the refuge by our com-
munity. 2. Increase or obtain the needed finances for the opera-
tion of the refuge.

The friends of the Shiawassee NWR sponsor a series of
monthly public informational programs at our Green Point Edu-
cational Learning Center and a series of activities that bring the
people of our community into the refuge where they are able to
enjoy the wildlife.

Financially, the friends have successfully requested Washing-
ton for an increase in allocated funds for refuge operation. We
also have obtained special grants. We are now in the process of
requesting over 2.6 million dollars to upgrade the access roads
and pedestrian trails into the refuge.

The number of people is what counts in poli-
tics. Therefore, the Friends of the Shiawassee NWR now offer a
five year complimentary membership to anyone who would reg-
ister with us.

We have about 300 thus far and
many of you from Saginaw Field and Stream Club are already
registered. We hope to give more of you a chance to register as a
friend in addition to the club’s affiliated support.

CPL CLASSES
NEW AND RENEWAL

What’s a CPL? That’s the proper name for a CCW. (Concealed Pistol License)
The next CPL class for those people who do not already have a CPL license will be a weekend event on June 12, 13 and 14,

2009. You must attend all three days. The times for the classes are 7pm to 10pm on Friday, 8am to 5pm on Saturday and 1pm to
4pm on Sunday. The cost is $110. Lunch on Saturday is included.

The class will include fundamental gun safety, pistol knowledge and safety, ammunition knowledge, fundamentals of pistol

shooting, defensive shooting, firearms and the law, home safety, violent confrontations, and basic handgun skills. The legal ramifi-
cations of the CPL law will also be presented. The instructors are NRA certified.

Each participant will need 100 rounds of ammunition and eye and ear protection. There will be an exam at the conclusion

of the class. The class will be held on the club grounds.

The class will limited in size. Advance registration is required.
If you already have a CPL license which is about to expire and need a renewal class, there will be a Renewal Class Satur-

day, May 16, 2009. The time will be 8am to noon. This class will satisfy the legal requirements for renewal of your Concealed Pis-
tol License. This will include three hours in the classroom and one hour on the range. The cost is $25.

Each participant will need 100 rounds of ammunition and eye and ear protection. For more information or to register for

Natural Resources Commission Meeting, April 2009

The Lake Huron Citizenos
tee met in Clare the day before the NRC meeting.
There is a request for participation in gathering data on
stomach contents of walleye and salmon and salmon
vertebrae. If you wish to participate contact the Bay
City DNR office first to get instructions. This is impor-
tant as the forage base has changed and perch and
young trout and salmon have become prey for the big
fish. The DNR is working on bringing back cisco
(herring), a previously lost native species, as the main
prey species which should relieve the pressure on
perch.

There was a discussion on possession limits and
what i s meant by fApossessio
limits, if taken as written, mean you cannot have more
than what is stated in the guide, regardless of how,
where or when harvested or where stored. This would
include the contents of your freezer. | have been curi-
ous about this ever since the season limits, for many
species, disappeared from the guide. | directed a
guestion about this to an indisputable source and was
told that possession limits pertained to travel situa-
tions not to freezers.

The NRC meeting started with the Parks and Rec.
Committee. The outreach plans and the event sched-
ules were reviewed. The DNR parks operations have
garnered a number of partners who are assisting in the
outreach efforts. A number of Saginaw groups will be
participating, some at the Bay City State Recreation
Area.

The Land Management Committee reviewed the
guidelines for conservation easements. Easements
are necessary when property owners do not wish to
sell their land, but do want it protected. The DNR does
not expect this to be a very active method of acquiring
property access for public use. House Resolution H
and House Bill 4204 were discussed. This is where our
legislatures want to dismantle the Natural Resource
Trust Fund under the guise of funding DNR operations.
This is a ruse intended to allow the legislatures to
avoid properly funding the protection of our natural
resources while still bragging that they did. Something

The Wildlife and Fisheries Committee update on
cormorant control indicated quite a bit of success in
holding down the over-all cormorant population. The
southern US fish farmers ¢
enough to stop nesting which results in increased cor-
morant predation of their farms. (Is it possible that
cormorants are flying deer?) We, in Michigan, claim
the southern fish farmers are over-feeding the cormo-
rants and sustaining a healthy breeding population.
There is agreement, of course, on the part of hunters
and anglers in both areas as to the proper population
control. Only the U.S. Government stands in the way.

Speaking of the U.S. Government, wolf delisting
looks like it will come to fruition, maybe. The determi-
